KwaZulu-Natal MEC for Transport, Community Safety and Liaison Mr. Bheki Cele will present his 
budget speech for the financial year 2007/08 at the KwaZulu-Natal legislature on Thursday 26 April 
2007 at 10am. 

In his budget speech MEC Cele is expected to give a report on the achievements and progress of 
both departments in the past financial year and furthermore outline challenges ahead that are facing 
departments particularly budget constraints.
