It will monitor and review progress of safety while on the other hand identifying, 

investigate and reporting on safety and crime prevention challenges and 

opportunities. 

 

As the process towards the launching of KZNCAC, MEC Mchunu will brief all major 

sectors in the crime fighting and also oversee the nomination of the eminent men and 

women to serve on this structure.
