MEC MCHUNU TO LAUNCH THE HISTORIC FIRST PHASE OF REGULATING THE DRIVING 

SCHOOL INDUSTRY IN KWAZULU-NATAL 

 

The KwaZulu-Natal MEC for Transport, Community Safety and Liaison, Mr. Willies Mchunu, will launch 

the long awaited driving schools and instructors regulating framework. 

 

This launch is subsequent to the engagements made by the Department and the Driving School 

Industry, to develop a regulatory framework for the Driving Schools & Instructors in 2011 at the Olive 

Convention Centre.  This is the first of its kind for the driving schools to operate under a regulated 

framework that is meant to eliminate all the corrupt elements within the industry.  

 

This historic milestone has also established a training manual for driver instructors to educate them on 

advanced methods of producing better drivers, thus reducing road accidents. 

 

These regulations to be publicly unveiled by MEC Mchunu entails the standards for the driving 

instructors, the level of training, training manuals and other important ingredients towards producing a 

generation of new driver.
